PENYAKIT-PENYAKIT BERJANGKIT

DEFINISI

Sungguhpun istilah 'penyakit berjangkit' secara logiknya
mungkin dihubungkan kepada sebarang penyakit yang dihasilkan
dari serangan mikroorganisma pada tubuh badan, kegunaannya
sering dihadkan kepada penyakit-penyakit yang merebak melalui

sentuhan secara langsung dari satu pesakit kepada pesakit yang

lain. Jadi, bab ini tertumpu khusunya kepada penyakit-penyakit

tersebut, di mana baginya, perasingan atau rawatan terasing'

diperlukan untuk mengecah pemerebakan jangkitan.

JANGKITAN DAN KETMUNAN

Hasil dari sebarang jangkitan, sebahagiannya bergantung
kepada kevirulenan dan jumlah organisma-organisma yang
mengancam dan sebahagiannya lagi kepada keadaan pertahanan
pesakit terhadapnya. Keadaan pertahanan pesakit pula ber-
gantung sebahagiannya kepada keimunan semulajadinya dan
sebahagiannya lagi kepada keimunan perolehan. Keimunan
semulajadi mungkin buruk atau baik berdasarkan kepada bangsa
dan baka seseorang itu dan mungkin dapat direndahkan oleh
faktor-faktor seperti malnutrisi, kekhuatiran dan pekerjaan
yang berlebihan.

difteria, tetanus, demam enterik dan poliomielitis.

THE NEW TASKS OF MODERN ANTHROPOLOGY
The Need for an Applied Antbropology

Culture change is the process by which the existing order of a society,
_ that is, its social, spiritual, and material civilization, 1s transformed from
one type into another. Culture change thus covers the more or less
rapid processes of modification in the political constitution of a so-
ciety; in its domestic institutions and its modes of territorial settle-
ment; in its beliefs and systems of knowledge; in its education and law;
as well as in its material tools and their use, and the consumption of
goods on which its social economy is based. In the widest sense of the
term, culture change is a permanent factor of human civilization; it -
goes on everywhere and at all times. It may be induced by factors and
forces spontaneously arising within the communi:{. or it may take
.place through the contact of different cultures. In the first instance it
takes the form of independent evolution; in the second it constitutes
that process which in anthropology is usually called diffusion.
Just now, however, culture change has assumed in both its variants
a rapidity and magnitude unprecedented in human history. The tech-
‘nical inventions, the developments of industrial enterprise and of finan-
cial and mercantile organization have speeded up evolution in the
Western world, giving it a far-reaching mastery of the material en-
vironment. Mechanical progress, however, has not been paralleled by
a corresponding control of social conditions and spiritual culture, The
Western worlf is divided by war and by the danger of new wars; by
an acute strife in political principle and by the inability in most coun-
tries to cope with some of the most urgent economic difficulties. The
so-far insoluble problems of world economics and Folitics, of inter-
national law ancr nationalist reaction, are a phase of culture change.
But the anthropologist has not been called upon to deal with these

questions in the spirit of detached research and scientific insight which
might perhaps be of value to future generations. He may be allowed
for the moment to indicate that some conclusions, valid and valua!:le
with reference to primitive peopled, might also be successfully applied
to our own societies. The anthropologist could also usefully reflect on
the fact that evolution and diffusion are processes not so different as
they appear at first sight. Culture change in Africa does not differ
rofoundly from that which is at present transforming the rural and
gackward countries of Europe from peasant communities, living by
indigenous age-long economic slystems, by folklore and kinship or-
ization, into 2 new type closely akin to the proletariat found in the
mndustrial districts of the United States, England, or France.

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But for many reasons it is simpler and more profitable to study the
processes of diffusion in a ﬁelclP which, being more remote, can be
worked upon with greater detachment, and where the questions are at
the same time simpler and under the more direct control of the agents
of change. It is also best to select 2 wide but well-defined ares for our
study, and one on which a body of research on culture change has
already been in progress for the fast few years. In Africa we have had
of late a number of studies on the broad movement which is taking
place as from tribal conditions toward the partial westernization of
the Natives.! _

The anthropologist is becoming increasingly aware that the study of
culture change must become one of his main tasks in field work and
theory.” The figment of the “uncontaminated” Native has to be
dezPCd from research in field and study. The cogent reason for this
is that the “uncontaminated” Native does not exist anywhere. The

man of science has to study what is, and not what might have been,
When his main interest lies in the reconstruction of the tribal past,
he still has to study the Native as he is now, affected by Western in.

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TEXT B:

INFECTIOUS DISEASES

DEFINITION

_Although the term “infectious disease’ might logically be applied to any
iliness which results from invasion of the body by a micro-organism, its
use is customarily restricted to those diseases which spread by direct.
contact from patient to patient. This chapter therefore deals mainly with
those diseases for which isolation or ‘barrier nursing’ is required to prevent
spread of infection.

INFECTION AND IMMUNITY ' -

~The result of any infection depends partly on the virulence and numbers
of the invading organisms and partly on the state of the patient’s defences
against them. The state of his defences depends partly on his natural im-
munity, which may be good or bad according to his race and heredity and
may have been reduced by such factors as malnutrition, worry, and over-
work, and partly on acquired immunity resulting from previous infection or
prophylactic inoculation with this particular organism. Such inoculations
given to stimulate the formation of antibodies constitute active immunisa-
tion, and are widely used in the prevention of such diseases as smallpox,
diphtheria, tetanus, enteric fever, and poliomyelitis. Passive immunisation
means conferring temporary protection against a disease by injecting
serum containing the specific antibodies; such serum is obtained from ,
humans who have recovered from the-disease or from horses actively
immunised for this purpose. : RN :
