156. The Colony and the various States fall naturally into three classes. In the frrst class 
the Chinese form two-thirds to three-quarters of the urban population, and to this class 
belong the settlements of the Colony, and the four Federated Malay States, In Singapore, 
Penang and Pahang the Malays and Indians are fairly equal in numbers, in Malacca the 
Malays outnumber the Indians by nearly 3 to I, while in Perak, Selangor and Negeri 
Sembilau town there are approximately two Indians to one Malay. 

The second class comprises Johore, Kedah and Perlis, the native states on the west 
coast, where the Chinese form slightly more than half, and the Malays about one-third of 
the urban population, while the Indians vary from 10.8 per cent. in Johore to 16.2 percent 
in Kedah. 

Finally, in the towns of Kelantan and Trengganu, the two states on the east coast, and 
in Brunei, Malays predominate and represent four-fifths or more of the total urban 
population.

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157. Of the 1,651,051 Malays in British Malaya only 149,829, or 9 per cent., were 
enumerated in the towns and 91 per cent. in the country district, and the percentage of 
Malays in the total urban population has decreased by 1.8. In every Settlements and States 
the proportion of the Malays has decreased since 1911, the highest fall being 9.3 in 
Kelantan and the smallest .6 in Penang. 

The past decade has had little influence on the Malay's predilection for a country life 
; their numbers in the towns and the Federated Malay States have increased but slightly, 
and the bulk of the artisan and shopkeeping classes continues to be supplied by the Chinese 
and Indians. And exception to this is the motoring industry, which attracts considerable 
numbers of Malays, and in the larger towns the majority of drivers, and a fair proportion of 
motor mechanics, are Malay. 

158. The Malay population in the town in Singapore is heterogeneous and comprises 
8,756 Javanese and 4,547 Boyanese, as well as several hundred Bugis and Banjarese. In 
Penang there are only 1,201, and in Malacca 368 foreign Malays. The only other towns 
in Colony which contain more than 1,000 Malays are Tanjong Tokong (1,346) in Penang 
Island and Butterworth (1,389) in Province Wellesley. 

63,100 Malays are enumerated in the towns of the Colony out of total Malay population of 
255,353, i.e., roughly three Malays live in the country to one in the towns.
